On these 
weekend Masses, we as a parish family are going to put our 
trust and belief in God who is the Author of Life and Wisdom 
for we are going to bless the students and wish them the best 
of luck as they continue to be educated as they seek 
knowledge, truth and wisdom.

This 24th Sunday of the Year, the Church wants us to focus on 
God’s mercy which is poured out on us not because we  
deserve it but because we need it. 
 
When it comes to conversion stories, we have plenty of them 
in the lives of the Saints.  One of the greatest conversion  
stories recorded in all of the Scriptures is the conversion of St. 
Paul.  Having once been responsible for the persecution of so 
many Christians, he becomes one of the greatest advocates of 
our salvation in Jesus Christ. Hence we can believe him and 
he is in authority when he says Christ came into the world to 
save sinners. 
 
As we move toward the end of another liturgical year and  
conclusion of the Year of Mercy, we are once again reminded 
of God’s infinite and boundless love for even one lost sheep. 
Jesus goes on to compare a lost sheep with a lost son of a  
loving father. 
 

We don’t want to fall into the trap of being the other son  
mentioned in today’s Gospel.  If we want to be faithful to 
God’s plan for us in this life, we cannot walk around with a 
heart that is hard as a stone.  God’s plan for us is to bring St. 
Paul’s message alive in our time and place. 
 

If I believe that Jesus Christ came to save me, then I should 
live with it. I then must walk and talk as someone saved not as  
someone still lost. Holding onto grudges, past hurts,  
bitterness have no place in the life of a good Christian. 
 
Let us seek the intercession of St. Teresa of Calcutta, the Saint 
of Mercy as we pray for forgiveness and learn to forgive  
others, that our eyes may see the God of mercy, and continue 
to open our lips and proclaim your praise. Amen.
