Dear Friends in Christ, 

HAPPY INDEPENDENCE DAY TO ALL! 

The 4th of July has been a federal holiday in 
the United States since 1941, but the tradition of 
Independence Day celebrations goes back to 
the 18th century and the American Revolution. 
On July 2, 1776, the Continental Congress voted 
in favor of independence, and two days later, 
delegates from the 13 colonies adopted the  
Declaration of Independence, a historic  
document drafted by Thomas Jefferson. From 
1776 to the present day, July 4 has been  
celebrated as the birth of American  
independence, with festivities ranging from 
fireworks, parades, and concerts to more casual 
family gatherings and barbecues.  

The Fourth of July is on Tuesday, July 4, and 
however you celebrate, may you take time to 
pray in thanksgiving for all we have in our 
lives and for those who came before us who 
fought for the freedoms we enjoy so that we 
may live in an independent country. Let us  
remember from whom all our freedoms  
originate, our good and gracious God. 

THIRTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

“He who loves his father or mother more than 
Me is not worthy of Me. He who finds his life 
will lose it, and he who loses his life for My sake 
will find it.” These are the words of Jesus in  
today’s Gospel. 

To give to God is to make a deposit in the  
safest bank. And God’s bank has the highest  
interest rates. What we give to God is  
accepted by God and God gives us Himself in 
return. Even the smallest gift to God will be  
amply rewarded. In Scripture and the history of 
the Church, we don’t have a single instance of  

generosity to God going unrewarded or  
under-rewarded. Think of Abraham, think of the 
woman in today’s first reading. Think of  
Francis of Assisi, Thomas Aquinas, Martin of 
Tours, etc. 

And now it is time to think of ourselves. When 
was the last time we were generous with God? 
In the few times that we were  
generous, how often were we stingy? How can 
we be generous with the Lord? He  
himself tells us today: “He who receives you  
receives me.”  

The world is rich in its poor and needy. It is 
poor only in those who are generous and  
magnanimous. But the future of the world, of 
humanity and civilization, depends on people 
who love God absolutely and love all God’s  
children because they are God’s children. Are 
we ready for such a love? Only those who are 
ready for this type of love are, in Jesus’ own 
words, worthy of Him and will ultimately save  
themselves and others. Such persons  
always walk in newness of life, they are  
always alive to God in Christ Jesus as we heard 
in the 2nd reading. It is a heroic life. And it is on 
the shoulders of people of such caliber that the 
future of humanity rests. 

Lord, may I be forgetful of self and mindful of 
you and my brothers and sisters in love and 
service. Amen

SPONSORSHIP FOR THE  
SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM AND 

CONFIRMATION 

The godparents, together with the parents, must 
be willing to help the baptized grow in love for 
Christ and neighbor. By word and example, the  
godparents will encourage the candidate to live 

the Christian life and fulfill faithfully the obligations 
connected with it (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874).  

Requirements to Obtain a  
Sponsor Certificate/Letters of Eligibility 

In St. Catherine’s Parish and in all Catholic Parishes in the U.S.  

�� A sponsor must have received the Sacraments 
of Baptism, Holy Eucharist, & Confirmation and 
if married, married in the Catholic Church. 
 

�� A sponsor must be at least 16 years of age. 
 

�� A sponsor attends Mass faithfully participating 
in the life and support of the Church, receiving 
the Eucharist, and leading a life according to 
the teachings of the Church.  

For sponsor requests from St. Catherine’s,  
you must be registered at  

St. Catherine of Siena Parish and registered for 
at least six (6) months prior to the request, 

showing participation in the life & support of 
the Church.  

Note, if he/she received all his/her sacraments 
here at St. Catherine of Siena Parish years ago but 
now lives elsewhere, he/she is not a member of 
this parish.  

Rather, he/she is a member of the parish in whose 
territory he/she resides. This is where the  
sponsor certificate must be obtained.
